At that time | observed a small child approximately nine years of age who was
lying under Mr. Wolf. | then observed the child, later identified as Mr. Thomas Wolf, with
a knife lodged in the left upper section of his head, and a knife stuck in the upper right
partof the chest. | observed what appeared to be blood alt over Mr. Wolf, and on and
around Thomas Wolf. Mr. Wolf again started saying "You know he’s got the devil in him”
several times over. At that time Thomas Wolf began to convuise and seize to which Mr.
Wolf leapt up off the floor and said “He's not dead” and tried grab a knife from the body
to continue the assault. | then grabbed Mr. Wolf by the neck and shirt and pulled him
toward me causing him to fall onto his left side and a knife falling from his hand on the
same side. | observed Mr. Wolf try and reach for the knife that was on the fioor next fo
him.

Wolf. | then finally gained control of Mr. Wolf and got him to his stomach. | then stepped
back drew my weapon again and ordered Mr. Wolf at gun point to stay on his stomach
due to not knowing if he had any other weapons. At approximately 0356 hours, Officer
Vowel arrived on scene to assist. | toid Officer Vowel that Mr. Wolf had stabbed the child
and to place him into handcuffs to which Officer Vowel did.

Mr. Woodson then advised that he knew the Wolf's pretty well and that Mr. Wolf had
been going through some trouble with his job. Mr. Woodson stated that Mr. Wolf is a
Doctor of internal Medicine and that he was under review at his hospital for anger
issues. Mr. Woodson advised that he was supposed te go 1o a rehab facility for the
anger plus drug and alcohol abuse. Mr. Woodson stated that there was blood on his
front porch and on the handie of his glass screen door. | advised Mr. Woodson if he
could find another way into his residence so the scene would not be disturbed to which
Mr. Woodsan complied. | had Officer Vowel fake down Mr. Woodson's information for
later use to which he did. | returned back to 1715 Elmhurst to which EMSA paramedic
Timaothy Hickersen said that Thomas Wolf was no longer alive. [ then went and checked
on Ms. Wolf to see if she needed medical aftention.
